TxDOT officially opens SH 45 Southeast toll road

The State Highway 45 Southeast toll road, desigmediow drivers to avoid traffic through centraligtin,
is officially open. Drivers now may travel nonstispm north of Georgetown to the Buda/Creedmoor area
on the 55-mile toll road east of I-35. The newheopd portion links SH 130 to I-35, starting at UL83
near Mustang Ridge and ending at the intersectit®®® and FM 1327 north of Buda.

Motorists can drive free on the new toll road tlglodune 1. TxTag users can travel the roadwayuinéi
July 1. The new roadway uses all-electronic tolimith no cash toll booths. A driver using the roagw
without a TXTAG will have his car license plate fwgraphed and the owner of the vehicle will beeblll
for the amount of the toll. The toll rates for parsger vehicles and pickup trucks with a TxTag bell$1 at
the mainline gantry and 66 cents at the tolled saompSH 45 SE.

The measure, which transfers resignationgraed other functions away from the Texas Departme
of Transportation, does not transfer vehicle inipacand drivers licensure from the embattled TeRas
partment of Public Safety, which lawmakers had iptesly threatened. If itis signed into law b tpov-
ernor, the new agency will also include a Motor rgarDivision, the Automobile and Vehicle Theft Pre-
vention Division and a Motor Vehicle Division. Gffals expect the agency to cost about $600,00(aa ye
to operate.
