Rapid Transit System Funding Rules Expanded

Consideration of livability issues that include such things as environmental benefits or effects on economic develppment
could impact applications for rapid transit systems funding from the Recovery Act. Those proposed lines that WOlll|1

move people not just from work to home but from areas of activity such as downtown, medical centers, etc., may| det
special consideration under revised federal rules regarding applications.

While the old rules centered on saving time in moving people from one location to another, the revised rules takg ifito
consideration additional benefits, particularly when a city applying has numerous activity centers that could be linked by
transit systems.

This would allow more flexibility for transit systems such as in Houston, where riders are transported from uptown fo
downtown to the medical center, or for areas such as Denver, where a popular streetcar system is being Sthight.

Officials say they can expedite three reaxpansion projects in traffibeavy areas of the county under a unique agreg
ment with the Texas Department of Transportation (TXxDOT). Commissioners agreed to put 1n
$55.6 million for more than seven miles of new road construction, including a second phase |
would expand a 4:Tile stretch of road from two lanes to four lanes on Texas 211. The state
agreed to pay back the county over the next-20 years.
