“Train wrecks not only Kkill, they
leave emotional scars,” followed four
days later by, “Safety crackdown at
rail crossingsowere front’ page stories by
SA Express News journalist, Eva Ruth Mo-
ravec leading into the first week of June.
Moravec’s insightful interviews detail first-
hand accounts of the devastating effects
and circumstances surrounding railroad
crashes and the physical and emotional toll
on survivors, families and communities, in-
cluding railmen involved.

With the subtitle, “Seeing horror just the
start for crews ,” Moravec tells of a wreck in
1990 from the perspective of a passenger-
survivor, and three UP crewmembers in
which an 18 year-old driver was killed. The
memories of those last seconds before an
impact are ever-present to the survivors.

Since 2000 in Bexar County alone, trains
have claimed 12 lives and left 51 injured. A
conductor may never even see the victim,
such as the cyclist in 2007 who rode into
the side of the train. Every day, conductors
are alert to potential crashes with vehicles:
vehicles driven by folks who think they can
beat the odds and choose to try. Conduc-
tors see the driver who does not slow
down, who does not look, who tries to beat
the train, or who does not stop for signals,

and knows he is powerless if there is insuf-
ficient time to stop the train. (If that is
not enough, recall how often you have
heard about a casualty killed while using
the tracks as a place to jog, take a walk, to
lay pennies or some other trespass.)

Moravec’s follow-up front-page story was
in the Thursday (6/3/2010) edition,
“Safety crackdown at rail cross-
i n g sconiplete with photographs of cars
stopped on tracks. In one three-hour sting
the previous more than 100
drivers were ticketed —89 for stopping on
tracks and 18 for diving around lowered
crossing gates at the UP —Zarzamora inter-
sect. Citations carry fines of $167 or more.
It beats the costs in human life, disability,
and emotional scars. Education via the
pocketbook is perhaps the most effective
way to get some folks to think twice.

TxDOT launches IH-35 planning website

The Texas Department of Transportation
launched www.my35.org_website on June
oth, designed to help inform Texans of ef-
forts to improve the Interstate 35 corridor.
The site is split into two parts, with one fo-
cused on current construction efforts to
upgrade 1-35 between Salado and Hills-
boro, and the other highlighting efforts to
plan for future improvements to the con-
gested interstate corridor.

In 2009, the Texas Transportation Com-
mission and TxDOT officials announced
they were taking action to widen I-35 to at

least three main lanes in each direction be-
tween San Antonio and Hillsboro and com-
mitted more than $1 billion in stimulus
funds and proposition 12 and 14 bond pro-
ceeds.

"With up to 10 active construction zones on
I-35 at any given time over the next five
years, it's important that construction infor-
mation be readily available to the traveling
public," said Bill Meadows, a member of the
Texas Transportation Commission. (Credit:
