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Nine federal programs distribute nearly $790 million in funds nationwide   

YIKES!  

   
Last month we learned that if you take your eyes of the road to text while driving, you would have your 

eyes off the road for an average of 4.6 seconds out of every six seconds. At 55 mph, you could travel the 

length of an entire football field plus both end zones.

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security has announced $790 million in Fiscal Year 2010 Preparedness 

Grants. Nine federal programs have been funded to assist state, local and tribal governments and the pri-

vate sector prepare for acts of terrorism, major disasters and other emergencies. The awards will be dis-

tributed on a rolling basis over the summer.  

  

The grant announcements include:    

 

Transit Security Grant Program (TSGP) - $253.4 million - to protect critical transit infrastruc-

ture from terrorism - in addition to $14.5 million for the Freight Rail Security Grant Program to 

protect freight rail systems and $20 million for Intercity Passenger Rail to protect surface trans-

portation infrastructure in the Amtrak rail system;  

Intercity Busy Security Grant Program (IBSGP) - $11.5 million - for fixed-route intercity and 

charter bus service security plans and facility security along with vehicle and driver protection;  

Port Security Grant Program (PSGP) - $288 million - to protect ports, conduct training and ex-

ercises and implement worker ID credentialing;  

Buffer Zone Protection Program - $48 million - to increase safeguarding infrastructure sites and 

assets;  

Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Grant Program - $57.6 million - to support construc-

tion or renovation of EOCs;  

Interoperability Emergency Communications Grant Program (IECGP) - $48 million - to 

improve interoperability emergency communications; and  

Driver's License Security Grant Program (DLSGP) - $48 million - to improve driver's license 

and ID cards security.  

 

Among FRSGP awards, the Terminal Railroad Association of St. Louis was allocated more than $5.5 million 

while the Union Pacific Railroad in Omaha garnered $2.9 million. Some of the port security grants included 

$28.9 million to Harris County, Texas, for the Houston-Galveston port area and $31.4 million to the Ma-

rine Exchange of Los Angeles Long Beach Harbor, Inc. for the Los Angeles-Long Beach port area. (Source:

'Cross-border trucking program will help pave the way for U.S. recovery'

When the U.S. signed NAFTA, thereby agreeing to open our roads to Mexico's cargo trucks, we were paving the way for 
economic opportunity, job growth, and prosperous foreign investment. Unfortunately, the road has been bumpy. The 
U.S. has never fully complied with NAFTA's cross-border trucking program, costing our country billions and presenting a 
serious roadblock to recovery and prosperity. The time has come to honor our commitment to our trading partners by 
implementing the trucking program. Doing so will directly and immediately benefit U.S. exporters, business owners, 
workers, and consumers.  
  
The history of NAFTA's trucking program is one of mixed messages and missed opportunities. Though the agreement 
entitles Mexican trucks to enter the U.S. to deliver cargo, the U.S. has only allowed access during a brief cross-border 
demonstration project. Installed after being found in violation of NAFTA, the project allowed a select number of trucks to 
travel U.S. highways. While not technically fulfilling our agreement, it soothed tensions until last year, when Congress 
canceled the project and reinstated the ban. 
  
Consequences came quickly. Mexico immediately imposed tariffs on 90 U.S. products. Tariffs now exceed $2.4 billion 
and have resulted in the loss of 25,000 U.S. jobs, as U.S. goods have become less competitive in the Mexican market. 
Adherence to our current policy allows foreign competitors to take U.S. market share in Mexico, which we may never 
recover. Laborious cargo transfers at the border have also raised consumer prices, costing families and companies $2.2 
billion. If the trucking program is reinstated, tariffs and transfer fees would be eliminated - spurring export activity and 
economic growth, creating new and higher-paying jobs, and lowering prices. 
  
As damaging as tariffs are, worse consequences may be in store. Violating our agreements fosters distrust and jeopard-
izes trade opportunities - both globally and with Mexico, our second-largest buyer of exports. U.S.-Mexico trade quadru-
pled under NAFTA, to $367 billion, with trucks carrying 75% of goods. Maintaining strong, open relations is imperative - 
but unlikely without reinstatement of the program. To add insult to injury, we've imposed no Canadian counterpart to the 
cross-border ban, which many in Mexico could perceive as prejudice.  
  
While critics cite safety concerns, statistics and proven safety measures further expose these arguments as a red her-
ring. Ironically, when it comes to safety, Mexico may have more cause for concern. As part of the Demonstration Project, 
the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration inspected 5,000 long-haul Mexican trucks. Only 9.2% were placed out of 
service - compared to a 22% out-of-service rate for U.S. trucks. (Nonetheless, Mexico has continued to allow our trucks 
on its roads.) Further, to date, there have been zero accidents involving Mexican carriers. Free Trade Alliance and other 
groups maintain: Support of the cross-border trucking program, and a desire to keep America safe, are not at odds. In-
spections and other practical measures, have, and will continue to maintain the highest safety standards.  
  
Implementing the cross-border trucking program is about more than road access. It is about upholding our commitment 
to international trade, remaining competitive in the global economy, helping U.S. workers and consumers, and position-
ing ourselves for prosperity. Upholding our agreement will bring broad, immediate, and long-term benefits. 
  
The Obama Administration is reportedly devising a plan to address the trucking dispute. Will the revving of engines re-
sult in ignition and forward progress at last? Or will the plan sputter and stall, leaving the U.S. on the sidelines while 
other nations go zipping past? 
Advocates of American business are working to make it the former, but more voices are needed. I urge citizens to con-
tact their Congressional representatives and ask them to reinstate a trucking plan that satisfies NAFTA and addresses 
safety.
