Sysco moving Round Rock

facility to Schertz

On Wednesday March 31, 2010, the Austin
Business Journal announced that food service
distributor Sysco Corp. will merge its Round
Rock and San Antonio operations into a new
multi -million dollar facility in Schertz, city of-
ficials there announced today.

Houston-based Sysco said in 2008 it had out-
grown its 163,000-square-foot building on
Chisholm Trail Road in Round Rock and es-
sentially needed to double its capacity, but
didn't say where. The Schertz site will be a
635,000 -square-foot distribution, warehouse,

and San Antonio Sysco employ approximately
300 people. All 600 jobs will remain, accord-
ing to the city of Sct
reached for comment as to how it will relocate
the 300 Austin jobs.

Round Rock officials hoped the company
would build a new facility on about 65 acres
north of Old Settlers Boulevard between
Greenhill Drive and Mesa Ridge. The ex-
panded space would also have allowed Sysco
to add about 200 more local jobs, for a total
headcount of roughly 500.

George Antuna Jr., Schertz Economic Devel-
opment Corp. executive director, said the
transition process will likely take at least 18
months. Schertz has committed to spending
approximately $1.4 million in public infra-
structure improvements, such as water lines,
waste water lines and two roads, to assist
Sysco in building its new facility. Comal
County also granted abatement on county
taxes at the site to help Sysco locate at the In-
terstate 35 and Schwab Road site. The San
Antonio and Round Rock locations will con-
tinue to operate until the new facility is com-
plete, Antuna said. (Source: Francisco Vara
Orta, Austin business Journal staff writer.

Port San Antonio Breaks Ground

On Major Thoroughfare

Port San Antonio  officials joined city and
county officials Tuesday (April 13) to break
ground on the expansion of 36th Street. The
expansion of the thoroughfare through the
industrial park is part of a broader effort to

create new development opportunities for
aerospace and logistics companies at thd
port.

The addition of the thoroughfare is part of
the ongoing efforts to transform the former
Kelly Air Force Base into a thriving industrial
park.

The plan is to extend 36th Street as a four
lane divided thoroughfare some 1.7 miles,
stretching from U.S. Highway 90 to Billy
Mitchell Boulevard. The Texas Department of
Transportation already completed the first
phase of this project. Future phases will be
paid for by the Port and the City of San Anto-
nio by leveraging $15 million in federal
stimulus funds awarded by the Metropolitan
Pl anning Organizati ol

When the project is completed in 2012, the
36th Street expansion will open up some 150
acres of Il and next to
way to development opportunities. An eco-
nomic forecast commissioned by Port San
Antonio estimates that aerospace and logis-
rtics companies could add between 3,500 and
4,000 new jobs at the port once this thor-
oughfare is completed. Tenants at Port San
Antonio currently employ 14,000 people and
generate $3.3 billion in economic activity for
South Texas each year.

This section of 36th Street through the port

will also become part of an emerging trade
corridor for San Antonio. Subsequent phases
will connect rapidly growing Northwest San

Antonio along State Highway 151 to eco-
nomic generators south of the port, including

Proposed texting ban for commercial truck and bus drivers
pioneers innovative e  -rulemaking partnership

In January, D.O.T. announced banning commercial truck and bus drivers from tex-
ting behind the wheel. On March 31, FMCSA Administrator, Anne Ferro, announced
an interactive partnership with Cornell University to make commenting on the tex-
ting rule easier and more transparent with a new website, Regulation Room. The
Cornell e-rulemaking initiative (CeRlI) provides an online public participation envi-
ronment where people can learn about and discuss proposed federal regulations and
provide effective feedback to DOT. The Regulation Room is more accessible and d
namic than gregulations.gov.

About the proposed rule itself, Ferro acknowledges the difficult job of trucking. She
reminds us that those who text while driving are more than 20 times likely to get in
an accident than non-distracted drivers. FMCSA's research shows that drivers who
send and receive text messages take their eyes off the road for an average of 4.6 seg-
onds out of every 6 seconds while texting. At 55 miles per hour, that 4.6 seconds ig
enough time to travel the length of an entire football field plus both end zones.
