Alamo Colleges and Port San Antonio recently 

formed a new partnership that will encourage the 

aerospace industry in San Antonio. As part of the 

deal, Alamo Colleges expects to receive a dona-

tion of 30 acres of land and a 40,000-square-foot 

building, which will be used for business outreach 

programs.

¶ San Antonio's MTA received an FTA (Clean Fuels Program) grant of $3 million to purchase vehicles for 

the city's first bus rapid transit line, called VIA Prímo. The grant will buy three 60-foot buses that run on 

compressed natural gas. The program will provide a more modern, rail-like feel by controlling traffic sig-

nals, improving fare collection systems and using high-capacity vehicles. (Strategic Partnerships, Inc. Texas 

Government Insider. 12/2/11).  

 

¶ SA MPO  will be prioritizing transportation improvement project requests for more than $955 M from 

three partner agencies. Projects include adding capacity to roadways, road rehabilitation, bicycle and pe-

destrian projects. 3 Technical Advisory Committees of the MPO will score the roadway projects in January 

2012, the Bicycle Mobility Advisory Committee and Pedestrian Mobility Advisory Committee will score 

projects for bicycles and pedestrians. Public meetings will ask the public to weigh in. Decisions for the 

available $50 million in transit projects will be pursued in April 2012.(Strategic Partnerships Inc. Texas 

Government Insider, 12/09/2011) 

 

¶ San Antonio's public transit agency recently received a $15M federal transit grant to  help pay 

for the SAõs first intermodal transportation hub. The West Side Multimodal Center will serve as a hub for 

the city's first bus rapid transit line to be launched in 2013. The center will house a downtown streetcar 

line and a commuter rail line between San Antonio and Austin, which remains unfunded. (Strategic Partner-

ships, Inc. Texas Government Insider. 12/16/11). 

 

¶ The Eagle Ford Shale Operation  is causing major traffic gridlock in small towns to cause infrastructure 

adjustments like moving electrical poles. Traffic backs up for more than a mile in both directs on SH 79 and 

drivers squeeze by on the shoulders, damaging or knocking down poles. No Surprise. (Reporter Sanford 

Knowing, SA Biz Journal Online, 12/16/2011.)

 òAccording to Cass Information Systems and Avondale Partners, truckload linehaul rates rose 8.5% YOY in 

November. However the linehaul index dropped in October indicating that price increases leveled off for the 

second month. Cass reports that truckload carriers continue to command prices that are well above those 

from last year.  

President Obama and Canadian Prime Minister Stephen Harper signed two agreements in an effort to make it 

easier to move goods across the border. This agreement will implement joint cargo inspection and clearance 

of goods that arrive by land, rail and sea. Harper states, "Moving security to the perimeter of our continent 

will transform our border and create jobs and growth in Canada by improving the flow of goods and people 

between our two countries".  

VTG Rail has taken over the business activities of SC Rail Leasing America. The transaction doubled its railcar 

fleet by adding over 2000 cars from SCRL. VTG Chairman, Dr. Heiko Fischer states, "Doubling our railcar 

fleet in North America enables us to reinforce our position in the world's largest rail freight market. At the 

same time, we will be able to enter new customer and market segments and further support our growth.õ"
